WHEREAS, fire-adapted communities can help keep Montanans safe and reduce the burden on our
firefighting resources, and mitigation actions can reduce wildfire risk; and

WHEREAS, local, state, federal, and tribal wildfire protection agencies of Montana, in partnership with
other fire prevention and mitigation organizations, are working together to increase awareness of wildfires;
